| write to inform you of the upcoming Annual General Meeting and subsequent elections.
Let me first take the opportunity to explain the delay in the calling of this meeting.

There has been a delay in completing our audited report because of a set of extenuating
circumstances.

As you are aware, we moved our audit obligation from PwC who had served our community for
many years, to Crowe Australasia and commenced an audit in September 2024.

Unfortunately, the auditor appointed to the job became seriously unwell which led to a delay in
the audit process.

In the first quarter of 2025, the lead auditor was changed and a fresh audit process was
commenced.

We issue this notice in accordance with our company rules which dictates a 7-day notice.

There has been some confusion in recent years about our statutory obligation in this regard, so
we have sought legal advice which confirms that our constitution rules apply.

We note however that our constitution also dictates that general business matters need a 7- day
notice so we encourage you to raise any matters in advance of the meeting.

Finally, we encourage all members to consider serving the community by running for a position
on the Board. Nomination forms are available upon request and must be submitted via email to
info@greekcommunity.com.au or in person at Level 3, 168 Lonsdale Street Melbourne by 5PM
on Saturday 14 June.

Annual Financial Summary
For the Year Ending 2024

The Greek Orthodox Community of Melbourne and Victoria (GOCMV) is pleased to present its
financial report for the year ending 30 June 2024. The past 12 months have been marked by a
deliberate and strategic expansion of our cultural, educational, and community-based programming.
This period of increased activity reflects the Community’s commitment to investing in the present and
future of Hellenism in Victoria, while continuing to uphold our values of service, inclusion, and
excellence.

Operational and Financial Overview

The financial position of the GOCMV remains strong, robust and resilient. The GOCMV had
traditionally reported its asset portfolio on a historical cost basis. Its current asset portfolio value is
estimated to be in the vicinity of $120 million. This substantial asset base reflects prudent
governance, strategic investment and a strong commitment to long-term financial sustainability. This
positions the organisation to continue delivering on its cultural, educational and community objectives
with confidence.

The GOCMV continues to prioritise education, offering a range of programs from toddler classes to
adult education in Modern Greek. These programs aimed to preserve the Greek language and culture
among younger generations in Melbourne.

Over the course of the year, GOCMV increased the scale, diversity, and reach of its programming.
This included:

o Abroadened calendar of cultural festivals activities and commemorative events, attracting
record community participation and media attention.

e An-uplift in education services, including expanded enrolments in Greek language programs
and the continued growth of Alphington Grammar School.

o Capital works projects, aimed at revitalising key community assets and improving accessibility
across our facilities.

e Increased collaboration with partner organisations, both local and international, resulting in
new initiatives and academic exchanges.

This surge in activity, while deeply aligned with our mission, naturally carried associated costs. As a
result, the organisation recorded an operating loss for the financial year.

However, this outcome was anticipated, managed within board-approved thresholds, and forms part
of a broader, proactive investment strategy.

Revenue and Expenditure Analysis

Revenue remained stable overall buoyed by consistent school fee income, cultural sponsorships,
targeted grants, church collections and venue hire. Of note, income from property rent increased
from $1.25m to $1.43m. However, several one-off grant sources from the COVID recovery period
concluded this year.

Expenditure increased due to higher staffing costs in the education and events portfolio, expanded
programming, and ongoing infrastructure investment. During the reporting period, there was a
consolidation of the education program which saw an increase in class to teacher ratios, increases in
fee revenue and a reduction in staffing numbers.

The net operating result was a controlled deficit, reflecting prudent decision-making in a context of
purposeful growth.

The Loss for the year was $1.6 million as compared to the previous year’s $2.9 million,
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When removing the Depreciation and Interest the Loss for this year was $938 thousand as compared
to last year’s $2.3 million.

Strategic Financial Management
Despite the operating loss, the GOCMV has remained financially responsible. The Board
implemented the following controls to ensure sustainability:

e Active cost monitoring and regular reporting against budget forecasts.
o Deferral of non-essential capital expenditure.

e Development of multi-year financial modelling, incorporating scenario planning and targeted
cost recovery measures.

o |dentification of new revenue opportunities, including philanthropic partnerships, strategic
leasing of GOCMV assets, sponsorship expansion and expansion of advertising revenue.

These measures have ensured that the organisation continues to maintain healthy cash flow and
reserve levels while expanding its impact.

Investment in Community Value

The GOCMV significantly amplified its cultural outreach during this period. The Antipodes Festival
stood out as major event, securing Tier 1 event status from the City of Melbourne during this period. It
featured performances from various Greek dancing groups, including the growing GOCMV-Dance
Group and GOCMYV Sfternoon Schools Greek Dancing Programs. The festival also showcased acts
from Greece, highlighting the Community’s commitment to celebrating Greek heritage through music
and dance.

In addition to large-scale festivals, the GOCMYV organised educational and cultural tours, such as the
2024 tour of the Attica region in Greece for Australian students and the 2022 to 2024 July Summer
Camp programs for 18—-25-year-old young adults in Thessaloniki. The initiative aimed to strengthen
cultural ties and provide immersive experiences in Greek history and traditions.

The continues restoration of the historic Evangelismos Church was a significant achievement, with the
installation of a new marble floor and commissioning of new iconography works. The GOCMV Board
would like to acknowledge the generous support by Mr Andrianopoulos OAM and the Andrianopoulos
family.

The decision to operate at a controlled deficit was not taken lightly. Rather, it reflects a conscious
investment in community cohesion, education, cultural preservation, and infrastructure renewal.
These areas have long-term strategic importance and will strengthen the GOCMV’s ability to serve
future generations.

The GOCMYV continues to place education at the heart of its mission, delivering a diverse range of
programs spanning from early childhood to adult education in Modern Greek. These initiatives are
designed to foster language preservation and cultural continuity across generations.

A particularly inspiring development has been the remarkable expansion of the adult short course
programs. Pioneered by the late Mr Alexandros Giannadakis, these offering have grown
exponentially, reflecting an increasing community appetite for engaging with Greek language and
culture at all stages of life. This growth is a testament to Mr Giannadakis’ enduring vision and to the
GOCMV’s commitment to accessible to accessible, lifelong learning. The momentum behind these
programs signals a vibrant future for cultural education at the GOCMV.

Importantly, the rise in participation and engagement across all age groups is a strong indicator that
these investments are already yielding tangible returns in terms of social impact, cultural continuity,
and community pride.

Looking Ahead
In the coming financial years, the GOCMYV will focus on the following priorities:
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e Returning to a balanced or surplus operating position by refining cost structures and
enhancing revenue streams.

¢ Finalising and launching new community projects, including educational facilities, creative
spaces, and intergenerational cultural programs.

e Building on our strong reputation and trust within the broader Australian community to secure
sustainable funding.

Conclusion

The Greek Orthodox Community of Melbourne and Victoria remains in a sound financial position
despite a planned and managed short-term operating loss. The Community’s leadership remains fully
committed to responsible financial stewardship, while boldly investing in a vibrant, inclusive, and
sustainable future for Hellenism in Australia.

The Board acknowledges and thanks all members, staff, benefactors, and partners who have

contributed to our shared success. Together, we are building a legacy of pride, progress, and
purpose.
